A UNIQUE EXPERIENCE OF REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

The fast and effective achievements of science,

technology and artificial intelligence have radically
transformed our practical as well as intellectual
life. The religious persons are not immune to
these changes. Usually it is perceived that science,
economics and governance are institutions of
modernity and religion is not included in it. It
was perceived during the rise of secularism in the
1960s that religion has no role in contemporary
modern societies but this perception was proven
wrong and it has returned as a commanding force
in many areas of the world. Due to this reason,
Harvey Cox realized in the 1980s that the rise of
traditional religions and the breakdown of urban
civilization are main hallmarks of the contemporary
world. The challenge today is pluralism and not

frequently facing a new trend of religious diversity
in global and urban contexts and the important
issue of the multicultural city is racial and religious
identity. Religious leaders must demonstrate the
rich pluralism inside various traditions, such as
Islam and Christianity. This pluralism is contributing
in creation of mutual understanding for peaceful
community relations. With the rise of nationalism
and migration, ethnicity became weaker but on
the other hand, religion is flourishing as it can
be transported anywhere if given the favorable
circumstances. Religion was, is and will remain a
crucial force in human life. Above mentioned facts
indicate that the recognition of religious diversity
is vital for achieving peaceful co-existence among
the followers of various religious traditions. The
significance of the religion is in conflict resolution
but it is sometimes understood as a source for
conflict. It is a part of the solution but depicted as
a problem. The twenty-first century is famous for
the politics of identity. The important institutions
of modernity are procedural, therefore are capable
of answering procedural questions “what?” and
“how?” However, they are not substantive to
answer the questions of identity i.e., “who?”
and “why?” When politics turns to identity from
ideology, people inevitably turn to religion. Religion
is the great repository of human wisdom on the
qguestions “Who am 1?” and “Of what narrative am
| a part?”

To recognize the importance of religion in



the contemporary human life, the Republic of
Kazakhstan has initiated the tradition of the
Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional
Religions in Astana. This forum is widely recognized
by the international community and has become a
true trademark of Kazakhstan. It is an evidence of
the efforts of the Kazakh government for promoting
the ideals of peace, harmony, humanism, tolerance
and religious diversity. Experts agree on the point
that the future of our society, peace and stability
depends on the adoption of these ideals. Republic
of Kazakhstan is unique example of serious efforts
for adopting these values. The Congress is an
interactive platform for representatives of world
religions. The Congress teaches the people of
different nationalities and religions how to exist
together and follow the path of dialogue. They
teach respect and responsibility before God and
history for the betterment of the ever-shrinking
global village.

The Congress held its 7th session on 14th-
15th September, 2022. On the conclusion of
this Congress in Astana, a declaration of VII
Congress was promogulated by spiritual leaders
of the world and traditional religions, politicians,
heads of international organizations.

Through recognizing the importance
of addressing global challenges in post-pandemic
world, including climate change, poverty and
hunger, organized crime, terrorism, and drugs they
condemned in the strongest terms the extremism,
radicalism and terrorism which lead to religious
persecution and the undermining of human life
and dignity. The religious leaders of the Congress
expressed serious concern about the global
increase in the number of migrants and refugees
who are in need of humanitarian assistance and
protection. The religious leaders expressed a firm
desire to contribute to the creation of conditions
for dialogue and reconciliation between conflicting
parties. They welcomed all international, regional,
national and local initiatives, especially the efforts
of religious leaders in promoting interreligious,
intercultural and intercivilizational dialogue.
They also expressed the intention to intensify

pandemic period. The participants of the VII

religions. The world’s religious leaders must teach
their followers the true meaning of reconciliation,
understanding and mutual respect. Religious
leaders have an obligation to speak out when so-
called adherents of their faith commit crimes in its
name. All should know that crimes committed in

the name of religion are crimes against religion.

For the first time, Catholics in Malaysia,
Singapore and Brunei will have their two members
in the College of Cardinals after Pope Francis
included Bishop Sebastian Francis of Penang
among 21 new cardinals.

Along with Cardinal William Goh of Singapore
archdiocese, Francis will represent the regional

Catholic
Singapore and Brunei. Goh was made a cardinal

Bishops’ Conference of Malaysia,
last year.

Francis, who has headed Penang diocese
since 2012, is the second Malaysian to be made
a cardinal.

Francis is also the fourth cardinal from the
region.

Cardinal Anthony Soter Fernandez received
the red hat in 2016, 13 years after he retired as
the archbishop of Kuala Lumpur. At the time, he
became the first and only cardinal member of the
conference.

Brunei’s first cardinal and its first native priest
died at the age of 69 in May 2021.

The regional conference, headed by Francis,
now has two cardinals who can vote in papal
conclaves.

CHURCH OF ENGLAND VOTES TO BRING BACK
‘DEFROCKING’ AS PUNISHMENT FOR CLERGY

Priests or deacons guilty of serious misconduct
may be stripped of holy orders, in measure
abolished 20 years ago.

Clergy who are guilty of serious misconduct
may be stripped of their holy orders after the
Church of England’s ruling body voted to reinstate
“defrocking”.

All priests, from newly ordained curates to the
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archbishop of Canterbury, could be defrocked
under new disciplinary measures backed by the
General Synod, which is meeting in York.

The power to defrock clergy was abolished
more than 20 years ago. At present, the harshest
punishment available to church authorities is to
impose a lifetime ban on a priest being able to
officiate. But their status as a priest is retained and
they are entitled to use the title of Reverend.

The C of E is to re-introduce the “power for
a bishop to depose a priest or deacon from holy
orders following a finding of misconduct that
does not involve a question of doctrine, ritual or

ceremony”.

The effect of deposition from holy orders is
that “the person must thereafter live their life as a
layperson”, a background paper said.

A separate clause in the measure makes
“equivalent provision for deposition from holy
orders in respect of a bishop or archbishop”.

In 2020, the independent inquiry into child
sexual abuse recommended that the C of E
reintroduce defrocking, saying it would have
symbolic importance, particularly for survivors of
abuse.

The word defrocking refers to the ritual removal
of vestments worn by priests, bishops, nuns, monks
and others in religious vocations.

GREEK ISLAND OF KOS GETS A SYNAGOGUE
AFTER 80 YEARS

Kos has a synagogue again. The place of worship

has been rebuilt after almost 80 years.
The Kahal Shalom synagogue will be opened at
the end of July.

The last time Jewish believers had their own
synagogue was almost 80 years ago. But because
of the growing number of tourists from lIsrael,
the island of Kos decided that its 18th-century
synagogue should be restored. It was destroyed in
an earthquake in 1933 and rebuilt in 1935.

However, as the number of Israeli tourists is
increasing, the municipality decided to turn the
building into a synagogue again and restore it.
The only problem was that there were no original
documents on what the original house of worship
looked like. Therefore, some Italian synagogues
from the same period were used as inspiration.

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RELIGIOUS PLURALITIES, INCLUSIVE MODERNITIES, AND
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Several key questions, embedded in notions

of inclusion and diversity, raise both hopes and
hackles. How does inclusion relate to multiple
identities, notably ethnic, religious, and gender? To
achieve social cohesion, how far must such varied
identities find a framing within a shared, common,
clearly understood set of norms and rules? Can
a human rights commitment or national identity
serve the ends of inclusion or do they intrinsically
tend to exclude some? If diversity is valued and
accepted as a social quality, a spice of life, how
can different communities live and work together
in meaningful, constructive, and dynamic ways?
Each of these questions require careful reflection
and consensus-building on equitable standards
and goals, civic and citizenship values, and the role
of peacebuilding in contexts of deep religious/
worldview difference. Covenantal pluralism,
as advocated by W. Christopher Stewart, Chris
Seiple, and Dennis Hoover, highlights in the term
“covenantal” the vital importance of approaching

these challenges with explicit and purposeful

commitment.

Context matters, of course, and the contexts
of diverse societies vary widely. They range from
countries that were once relatively homogeneous
that are now perturbed by refugees from very
different societies, to countries founded on
principles reflecting a core pride in their diversity.
A common feature of modern societies, however, is
a new economic and social dynamic that roils even
relatively isolated countries like Bhutan: movements
of populations and constant exposure to different
perspectives. Aspirations framed as “universal”
human rights notwithstanding, business, missionary
efforts, humanitarian work, migration, and academic
links all challenge seemingly accepted common and
traditional norms as different communities impinge
on one another.

Modernity and what we term “development”
means, at its core, change. And as this change
disrupts and changes traditional social patterns,
dealing with differences takes on new importance
and a new tempo. Among the practical issues
involved are notions of authority and governance,
family and sexuality, as well as norms underlying
policies towards social protection and economic
opportunity. These play out with particular force
where minority religious communities are involved
or where values within religious communities are
contested. The COVID-19 crisis, with lockdown
disruptions and frayed welfare and social service
provision, has both accentuated tensions in many
societies and put longstanding inequities and
differences in approach into stark relief.

Different societies thus face challenges as they
seek to harmonize shared legal and cultural norms



with the realities of different communities. This has
particular importance when they are set against a
history of tension or persecution of specific groups,
but also arise as population movements and new
ideas challenge traditional “ways of doing things.”
To take an example, “pluralism” can raise hackles
when some link it to LBGTQ advocacy and even
efforts to curb domestic violence, child marriage, and
supporting orphans. More fundamentally, fully equal
rights for women means social change that in many
places is more honored in the breach than in reality.

The thrust of ideals linked to inclusion is both
to recognize the issues around diversity more
explicitly and with respect, and to pursue a dialogue
that works to design and implement ways to honor
common, shared ideals in systems that “include”
and engage with differences. This aspired balance
is reflected in goals that focus both on national
and global citizenship, with both rights and
responsibilities, for individuals and communities.

In practice, these challenges play out in
myriad ways. For development strategists, spatial
development policies can raise thorny issues when
some geographic regions receive more resources
than others. Historic disparities in Nigeria between
northern and southern states, for example, are an
aggravating factor in religious and ethnic strife.
Political leanings that favor specific groups or
that fuel or rekindle ancient grudges are another
(Balkan history comes to mind). An important
factor, less appreciated to date in development
and humanitarian work, is the failure to understand
and engage religious roles and histories. Analyses
of current conflicts in lIraq, Syria, Afghanistan,
and Myanmar are laced with missed signals and
opportunities, manywith religious factorsembedded
in ancient and modern grudges and vastly different
understandings of just paths towards change. My

chapterinarecent Routledge publication onreligious

literacy explores how sustainable development
challenges were significantly reshaped for me as |
changed institutional hats and worked with religious
actors, thus gaining a heightened appreciation of
the complex religious landscape.

Human fraternity, positive peace, and covenantal
pluralism are linked in the spirit of addressing
realities of difference in hopeful, constructive, and
honest ways. The ideals of the shared religious and
secular “Golden Rule” (do unto others as you would
have them do unto you) highlights brotherhood
(and sisterhood) and common humanity but also
the historic and contemporary reality of clash,
pain, and tension. The COVID-19 reality of widely
different access to basic services and ever-present
fear and hatred are a call to action. Using creative,
purposeful approaches to the goals of inclusion,
curiosity, and openness about others, being able
to differ with respect, and working together for
the common good, offer the most obvious and
constructive paths forward.

At this polarized, tense moment in history,
disrupted by the COVID-19 emergency and
by geopolitical tensions, the ideals of inclusive
modernity need intentional, creative approaches.
Education, the ready and essential first path
toward inclusive and sustainable development,
needs to make far better use of intercultural and
interreligious understanding as integral parts
of education goals and curricula. The positive
potential of modernities include a blossoming and
enjoyment of culture, longer and more decent lives
for all people, and active measures to link care for
the planet with equity and inclusion for all people.
But achieving the ideal of inclusiveness across such
diverse modernities demands a sharper attention
to pluralism and the challenges and opportunities
that come with deep religious/ethnic/worldview

difference.

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RELIGION MORE IMPORTANT TO FAITHFUL
IN US THAN THOSE IN UK

TWICE as many Americans as people in the UK

said in a survey that religion was very important in
their lives.

The United States had the most people likely
to rate religion as important, the survey found. It
was carried out by Pew Research in the spring to
research the attitudes of people in 23 high-income
countries — including many in Europe, as well as
Israel, Japan, South Korea, and Australia. Sweden
and Japan had the fewest people for whom religion
was important in their lives: five and eight per cent,
respectively.

In the UK, 21 per cent of those questioned said
that religion was very important to them, compared

with 41 per cent in the United States, 37 per cent in
Greece, and 36 per cent in Israel. Citizens of Spain
and Germany gave similar responses to participants
in the UK.

Questions about how the US is perceived
around the world, however, show that most people
surveyed did not see the US as more religious than
other wealthy nations. Only 23 per cent of those
surveyed thought that the US was widely religious.

This is despite the fact that previous analysis
carried out by Pew found that the US stands out in
terms of religious commitment, as the only country
with above average GDP per capita, and above
average frequency of daily prayer.

ven in the US, however, religious commitment
is declining, with a sharp rise in those identifying
as atheist, agnostic, or “nothing in particular”, with
projections suggesting that Christians may soon be
outnumbered in the US by people not linked to a
faith.

The latest census in the UK, last year found that,
for the first time, less than half the population of
England and Wales now describe themselves as
Christian.

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IS THE FUTURE OF THE CHURCH TO BE FOUND IN AFRICA?

Five of the ten countries with the highest Mass

attendance rates are African. The only seminaries
filling up instead of emptying are African. It is also
from Africa comes the resistance against the current
that is driving so many Catholic Churches in the
North towards the shores of blessing homosexual
couples. In the Anglican Church of England, the issue
has already caused a schism.

It will be interesting to follow the activity of the
African bishops during the synod on synodality
convened in Rome, particularly on this question.
However, if the natural law is more ingrained among
Africans, they have other difficulties related to
tribalism. It is one of the wounds of the continent
which does not spare Catholics.

It is very difficult, if not impossible, to appoint a
bishop rejected in the name of this tribalism by part
of his flock. The Pope was wearied by it several times.

In February 2023, Francis appointed John
Hassam Koroma Bishop of Makemi in Sierra Leone,
a diocese vacant since 2012. In fact, a bishop had
been assigned to it, but he was never able to set foot
there, and he was reassigned after three years. It took
seven more years and two provisional administrators
before a new bishop was found for and accepted in
Makemi.

Some dioceses are still vacant due to tribal
opposition. The most sensational case is that of

Ahiara in Nigeria. In December 2012, Peter Ebere
Okpaleke was appointed bishop there, but he
was kept from entering because he belonged to a
rival subtribe. In 2017, the Pope summoned the
protagonists to Rome, accused them of “destroying
the Church,” and ordered each priest of the diocese
to send a letter of total submission within 30 days,
failure to do so would trigger suspension “a divinis.”

But that was not enough... the bishop would
resign in 2018. The Pope will assigned him a new
diocese in 2020, created expressly for him. And on
August 27, 2022, he even made him cardinal. As for
the diocese of Ahiara, it is still without a bishop.

An Article from La Civilta Cattolica

In its June 3-17 issue, La Civilta Cattolica
published a lengthy interview between its director,
Antonio Spadaro, and Christian Carlassare, the
Bishop of Rumbek, South Sudan, who, after his
appointment in 2021, “precisely on account of tribal
enmities fell victim to an armed ambush by a priest
and four laymen from the diocese.”

South Sudan, which broke away from Muslim-
majority Sudan in 2011 after more than two decades
of civil war, is almost two-thirds Christian. But
no sooner had they found themselves “free” than
terrible divisions broke out between the 64 ethnic
groups of the country, and especially between the
two main tribes, the Dinka and the Nuer. Bishop
Carlassare explains:

The individual, entirely subservient to the clan on
which he depends

“A first element is violence, which emerges
in a completely unexpected way and can reach
incomprehensibly high levels without rousing
indignation or condemnation. So there is a strong
tendency toward group formation, seeking protection
and security”;

“The African proverb ‘| am because we are, as
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beautiful as it is, also highlights a weakness. The
individual, in fact, can survive only within his own
group - family, clan, tribe - which provides security
and distributive justice. This belonging comes before
any other, even before the wider community and the
state”

“As a result, fidelity to the tradition and to the
ethnic law of the tribe has priority over the civil
law, indeed adopted by the nation but inspired by a
philosophy of law that is completely foreign to the
local mentality.”

“It is the family that defends its own member,
before the state. So there is absolute loyalty to a
close relative, whether right or wrong, justified or
misguided, innocent or guilty. Tribal membership
the
identity and, since a person’s identity is rooted in

almost completely obscures individual's
his collectivity, the other is always perceived as
representing his ethnic group.”

A surplus military elite

“It is a matter of fact that the South Sudanese
military elite is much too large. A country that has
more generals than professors, it was said some time
ago: a good 745 generals, a number that made South
Sudan second only to Russia.”

“In addition to this, the country has many more
recruits than it actually needs in the regular army
and in many other militias. Moreover, the army
suffers from the fact that each battalion answers
in everything and for everything only to its own
commander.”

- “Various reports show that there are far more

Kalashnikov rifles in circulation outside the army

than inside it. Internal conflict has fostered a great
proliferation of weapons in civilian hands as well.”

A country of refugees, to be rebuilt

- “Despite the peace agreement, a third of the
population of South Sudan is still in neighboring
countries as refugees or displaced within the country
itself. The national unity government has repeatedly
invited people to come back home. But what does
it mean to come home after almost ten years? Will
there ever be a place that can be called ‘home’?
Often the places of origin are now occupied by other
groups, civilian or military. In others, those territories
have become overgrown, and the villages would have
to be rebuilt from scratch. In the case of the Nuer,
their territories are submerged by water due to the
extraordinary rise of the Nile. Going home is scary.
There is insecurity, uncertainty, and poverty. There
is in fact no work and no incentive to rebuild. So for
many it is better to remain displaced and refugees.”

What future?

“The agreement between the parties is only a
necessary first step to enter upon the road to peace.
But the journey is long, and corruption and injustices
make this path very strenuous. The Church is called
to walk with the people carrying those burdens, and
this will create communion.”

Is the future of the Church in Africa? The very
realistic portrait of this tribalism which infects not
only South Sudan but also a large part of Africa, and
of Catholic Africa, shows that they seriously hamper
the development of a fully healthy catholicity on the

African continent.
