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INTERFAITH AND INTERCULTURAL [?iALOG:UE:
A FRAMEWORK OF GLOBAL RELATIONSHIPS

This article underlines the salient aspects of the development of interfaith and intercultural dialogue in

the context of international relations ith special reference to the 2023-2033 Development Concept of the

Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions.

In the present age of communications and

mobilities, cultural and religious characteristics
of peoples have become increasingly visible and
influential in global relationships. International
relations discourse is allocating growing space
to faith and culture-based issues. The moral,
ethical and spiritual values that govern human
relations such as mutual respect, tolerance,
understanding, and cooperation, which are
essential to all religions and faith systems and
enshrined in international Charters, are being

contextualized in an effort to build a “peace

culture”. The idea of a pluralistic worldview
emerged as a key means and a flexible tool
facilitating interactions between peoples. In
this world climate, the central role of religions
and their leaders as promoters of inter-faith
and intercultural understanding becomes all
the more prominent. In multilateral forums and
bilateral meetings held over these past decades,
the leaders and representatives of world and
traditional religions have underscored the
importance of mutual understanding and
conducive exchanges between different faith
communities as a vital necessity for the present
and the future.

At the outset, the foremost objective of
to correct

interreligious cooperation was

the prevalent suspicions, negative biases,

antagonisms, and misinformation about
different faiths and cultures. Removal of the
barriers posed by bias and misinformation was
pinpointed as a precondition for countering
extremism and fanaticism and eliminating
faith-based and culture-based discords. This
reflection gained further momentum after
the publication of Huntington's well-known
in 1993, its

expanded editions that followed the wars

“clash of civilizations” thesis
during the 1990s, and the ensuing literature.
As a response, interreligious and intercultural
dialogue was formalized more emphatically in
international platforms at turn of the century,

Therecognition of interfaith and intercultural
dialogue as a potentially effective framework for
solving these problems has convened religious
and spiritual leaders from around the world
in forums of different scales, some of them
also enlisting parliamentarians from various
countries. The crucial role and responsibility of
religious leaders in promoting peace and welfare
was also recognized by intergovernmental
organizations. The UN Alliance of Civilizations
(UNAOC) 2005. The
Organization of Islamic Cooperation (OIC)

proposed the concept of “Dialogue Among

was established in

Civilizations” to the UN General Assembly in
1998, as a cultural response of the Muslim
world to the thesis of clash of civilizations and
included the goal of “promoting dialogue among
civilizations and religions” in its 2006-2025
Plan of Action. Incorporation of these topics in
international agendas brought together growing
numbers of leaders and scholars of different
religions, policy makers, civil society, cultural
institutions, academics, and media experts. The
OIC and its cultural subsidiary, IRCICA, were
among the first international organizations
to take part in these platforms toward these
With this mission, IRCICA has

followed with interest the convening of the

objectives.

Congress of World and Traditional Religions
by the Republic of Kazakhstan in 2003 and its
follow-up processes.

The Congress was one of the first State-led
initiatives of its kind in this century and also
institutionalized itself as a periodical forum.
Accordingly, seven congresses were held every
three years by 2022 inclusive.

published in Almaty, 2023, launched with an
International Workshop held at Aqtobe Regional
University named after Zhubanov on 2 February
2024; the book titled The Golden Horde in the

We also jointly organized academic meetings,
such as the two International Conferences
held in Turkistan, Kazakhstan on “Sustainable

Partnerships between organizations and
institutions engaged in the field of interfaith
and intercultural dialogue, their participation in
each other’s events, are important components
of the overall dialogue process. The aim of

Congress and other organizations and platforms

strengthening partnerships between
is mentioned in the Development Concept
among the priority areas of activity and
mechanisms envisaged for the implementation
of the Congress Declaration. Aconcrete example
of its realization was the Round Table on the
“Significance of the 7th Congress of the Leaders
of World and Traditional Religions and the
Congress’ Declaration” organized by Nazarbayev
Center for Development of Interfaith and Inter-
Civilization Dialogue, the main coordinating
body of the Congress, and IRCICA, held in
hybrid format at IRCICA headquarters on 26
April 2023 with the participation of authorities

and experts representing different faiths and
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spiritual traditions around the world. The event
contributed to raising international awareness
about the Congress and its Declaration among
cultural and academic audiences.

It is, rather, inextricably
blended into the daily life and culture of the
Japanese, and is one of the sources of the
spirit, philosophy, and identity of the Japanese
people. Further, Shinto sees sacred mysteries
that transcend human understanding in fire
and water, the sun and moon, the winds and
the earth, and in all manner of things. These
mysteries are venerated as “kami”, and through

ceremonies called “matsuri”, practitioners of
Shinto have time and again calmed the threats
of nature and prayed for abundant harvests
and enduring peace. In this way, the far eastern
island nation known as Japan has been bound
together through a spirit of gratitude to the
kami, and a religious practice that prizes
harmony.

Shinto’s lack of concern with spreading
the religion had a further consequence. Until
recently,evenifeventswere held aroundtoworld
to gather representatives of various religions,
Shinto did not take an active part. However,
after we accepted the special invitation of the
president of Kazakhstan to participate in this
Congress, we found ourselves in full agreement
with the aims of the meeting, and came to feel
that it would be an honour if the spirit of Shinto
could contribute in some way, however small,
to these dialogues in search of truth. That we
have come this far is a tribute to the dynamic
leadership of the president of Kazakhstan and
the understanding of the people of the nation,
and | would like to offer our thanks.

At last year’s 21st meeting of the Congress
Secretariat, a development concept for the
years 2023 to 2033 was adopted, building on
the success of twenty years of dialogue between
religions and civilisations. This concept is of the
greatest importance for the future of the world;
we welcome it from the bottom of our hearts,
and are grateful for the leadership shown by the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

I am confident that the practical actions
launched under this concept will advance the
search for truth and sympathy that underlies all
religions, and nurture tolerance.

| am delighted to share my thoughts on the
remarkable commitment made by the government
and people of the Republic of Kazakhstan
toward the promotion of inter-faith dialogue; the
establishment of peace, harmony and tolerance;
the promotion of mutual respect between religions;
and the prevention of religion-based conflicts. The
chief vehicle by which such important work has
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been carried out has been the convening, every
three years in Astana, of the Congress of Leaders
of World and Traditional Religions. The most recent
and seventh such Congress was held in September
2022.

Much wisdom was shared at that gathering
as we reflected on the role of leaders of world
and traditional religions in the spiritual and social
development of mankind in the post-pandemic
period. Indeed, the gathering was noteworthy
for the diversity of attendees and thoughts
- a diversity that produced, at the Congress’
conclusion, a powerful and potentially far-reaching
Final Declaration.

The Final Declaration of the seventh Congress
summarized the religious, social and material
challenges the world now faces; the Declaration
identified the collective actions needed to
overcome such challenges.

Then it was
necessary to revive the latent capabilities of
every human being with the aim of establishing
peace as a paved path to development and
urbanization, creating a useful and positive
personality at all personal, local, regional and
global levels, and engaging in the areas of
religious, cultural, social, economic and political
life. This requires providing the necessary
educational, environmental, psychological and
social factors. This role is fulfilled in a fair and
correct way, but without it there are difficulties
and obstacles in the current global situation,
which requires cooperation and partnership
between religious leaders, decision makers
and concerned parties to strive for it and work
constantly to achieve it.
Contributions of religious leaders in this
stage
Religious leaders can work to instill
awareness of its importance and the necessity
of cooperation and partnership for achieving
it between all humanity. As a religious
responsibility and a societal and international
interest, based on the principles, values
and behaviors that religions possess, with

which they created virtuous societies. It

established a common cultural contribution
to humanity. This balance between thought
and application. It is the key to overcoming
the problems existing in the current era, such
as inequality, instability, conflicts and wars.
Which constitutes an obstacle to conducting
a meaningful and successful dialogue that
achieves what the backward nations aspire
to, ensuring the creation of the appropriate
environment for human development and
creating the atmosphere for creating the global
citizen that conferences and resolutions of the
international organization have referred to. It
is what religions have called for in religious
discourse and in practical conduct and their
conferences by:

1. Call for humanity in one peaceful and
secured world. We find the evidence for this
by shifting from the partial concept to the
complete concept of one humanity in one
world that accepts everyone, its units are
integrated and the countries in it stand in
solidarity towards the goal of one humanity.
This requires agreement on the basis required
to achieve the goal: we are all being one; should
all cooperate to ensure the basic needs for a
decent living and to ensure the components
of a person’s secure existence for himself,
his community, his country, and his world. In
sequential lines that complement each other.

2.Thejoint endeavor to employ and activate
the use of the digital revolution, which has
brought about an unprecedented scientific and
cognitive transformation with its enormous
technological and electronic achievements; by
directing it to serve religious and humanitarian
issues that guarantee an understanding world
that upholds the value of human humanity;
with all the meaning it carries and the good
it brings to everyone; in order to achieve the
common goal of a safe and stable life in which
the natural revival and differences between
people are directed to strength, not weakness.
And work to compete to achieve legitimate
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precedence and superiority to a factor that
adds goodness and achieves development and
urbanization. Not for the sabotage, demolition
factor, and the dominance of a few over the
large people this is what is happening in our
world today. From using the digital world as
a means of spying on privacy, questioning
identities, and washing minds and brains; to
the conquest of globalization with its powerful
mechanisms and its suspicious and deceptive
methods, leading to ideological hegemony and
the export of its legal and cultural systems
that are superior and deny other systems
that have provided civilizational roles in the
path of humanity throughout history. What is
required is to use this unprecedented digital
boom in ways that are not intended for it, and
to turn it in the right direction in creating the
concept of a global village that cooperates and
coexists together. On the balance of justice
and the public interest, and recognition of the
right to difference in identity and ideology, as
well as freedom of opinion and expression;
within the framework of positive cooperation
for what achieves good; while preserving
the peculiarities of each nation or group, its
self-identity and its doctrinal origins, upon
which the public order is established, with its
religious, material, and moral components that
preserve its entity and are the foundation of
its existence. According to this truth, human
societies were established from the very
beginning. And they will remain different from
each other for the rest of the universe. It is
a living truth and a reality that was stated in
the Qur’'an: “And if your Lord had willed, He
would have made the people one nation while
they still differ.” But the problem threatening
the world order lies in the practices of the
forces of oppression and arrogance through
destructive methods and weapons, and they
are known and exist in the age of scientific and
information civilization.

3. Devoting the concept of collective and
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international leadership to achieve world peace
by establishing it on the basis of peaceful,
humane, just and equitable coexistence.
This requires giving some countries in Asia,
Africa and Latin America an active role in fair
representation in expanding membership in
the Security Council, the main body of the
United Nations. To enable it to truly participate
in the international decision-making process
issued by the World Organization - and its
affiliated agencies and in human rights bodies;
on the basis that finding true peace in its
comprehensive sense, which ensures that
peace prevails in the depths of man and in the
manifestations of daily life, starting from his
inner feeling; and also in his external relations
with the structures of hissociety, whichis based
on pluralism. It finds its foundations in Islam as
a comprehensive religion that applies a unified
standard. Regardless of differences in creed,
color, gender and social status. It is necessary
for this peace to extend to international
relations by ending armed conflicts and raging
wars. In a way that religious leaders play
an active role in the processes of resolving
international disputes through peaceful
means: negotiation, mediation, conciliation,
arbitration, or international judiciary, with the
aim of stopping wars and settling disputes; or
prevent it by preventing its outbreak; in such a
way that the individual's peace with himself is
achieved, which is an important psychological
and social component that is indispensable in
the religious and human sense of giving priority
to the factor of piety - by preventing one from
falling into sins and crimes - over the element
of evil and immorality that is inherent in the
individual’s nature, along with goodness and
righteous thought, according to the Qur’anic
texts: And We have created man and We
know. What he whispered to his oneself. And
Allah Almighty says: “And oneself, and they
created it, then inspired it to its immorality

and its piety.” Al-Shams/; It is what directs



his behavior and shapes his actions that start
from within him and translate it into a reality
that affects people’s lives. When adhering
to its principles of guidance and reform the
result leads to the creation of true peace, as
translated by the behavior of the individual
and the state in all transactions, so that the
psychological meaning is integrated within it
social, economic and political; it is not limited
to one side or another; which guides and limits
the impact of unjust practices and fanatical
behaviors biased toward peace, moderation,
and justice that pervade human life at the
individual, local, and international levels. It
is the message of Islam and the heavenly
religions. As stated in the Sunnah: A Muslim is
one from whom Muslims are safe; in another
narration: “Safe People from His Tongue and
His Hand,” It is a concept of dealing that
achieves the comprehensive and integrated
meaning of human value that highlights the
meaning of healthy humanity. It can also be a
nucleus for the possibility of the existence of
a global state of peace, in the basic meaning
of Islam and the Abrahamic religions, and it is
one of the most important and urgent needs of
humans, peoples and countries in the world in
age of the Global organization according to the
will of the major powers that maintain their
dominance with the weapon of nuclear terror.

4. Achieving security and self-security for
every individual on the local and regional
levels of each country, as well as international
security for the world from the farthest north
and west to the farthest south and east; it
is through him that the concept of complete
peace is achieved at all levels, without
separation of one from the other, but rather
through communication and interconnection
between them. Through which all parties move
to practical security achieved on the ground
and not security on paper or security based
on mere claims, appeals, recommendations or
non-binding decisions. These methods are not

sufficient to achieve the required safety. Real
security is more indicative of the existence of
security in its psychological and moral aspects,
extending to the material, economic, social and
political aspects, as is the practical meaning in
the Almighty’s saying: «So let them worship
the Lord of this house, who has fed them from
hunger and secured them from fear» Quraysh,
as subsistence security and material security
are contained within the realm of spiritual peace
and security. In which the individual enjoys
tranquility, safety, stability, and peaceful and
amicable coexistence, which is the ultimate
blessing, the greatest justice, and the most
comprehensive in achieving the truth of the
correct concept of humanity, because of the
meanings of security it includes in all aspects of
life, by providing inner tranquility and fulfilling
the basic needs of every individual, and in living
that guarantees a life safe from aggression. As
an individual, a group, or a state, complete and
undiminished security prevails at all levels,
at the personal level, at the collective level,
and at the global level, which is the security
that is lacking for modern-day human beings,
despite all the claims of the developed world
about the rights of the individual and citizen
and global security. This is the goal that
must be achieved. Religious leaders take the
initiative to alert them and demand positive
intervention and partnership in achieving
them, as well as raising awareness about them
and participating in their implementation with
decision-makers at the internal level. And with
the concerned authorities through various
activities in seminars, workshops, conferences
and international organizations; and to insist
that religious leaders be a party to it; with
serious and organized cooperation based
on knowledge of its path and developments;
to strive to achieve it on the ground in an
appropriate period; this is what Islamic security
achieved, which transformed from imperative
texts to practical applications. He moved from
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ideology to an international legal system.
Thus, man moved from the world of chaos to
the world of safety and stability in all fields
of life.

The verse includes multiple dimensions, after
the concept of security in its comprehensive
meaning, material and subsistence, due to their
necessityinthelife of theindividual and society,
not partial security, which is what resulted
in achieving the realistic transformation
from the theoretical concept to the practical
living application. Under the leadership of
Muhammad the Prophet, may God'’s prayers be
upon him, with the realization of the value of
man and the universality of humanity, with its
humanitarian foundation and slogan, humanity
secured through a system and state based on
Sharia law that triumphed for human dignity
and secured its existence by providing all
the reasons for a good life based on peace,
security, happiness, and justice. This happened
before the establishment of the international
system and the drafting of the Global Charter.

There is
little practical implementation for the sake of
interests and leadership, which is what must
be achieved by the contribution of religious
leaders, the provision of serious cooperation
formulas, and the availability of determination
and will between religious leaders and political
leaders.

Moreover, the concept of one humanity is
based on complete, undiminished foundations
and values that guarantee; by building a
complete human edifice that must get rid of
the thoughts and practices of extremism and
terrorism and follow the paths of moderation
and centrism; on the basis of investigation into
understanding and applying the foundations
of correct human society based on equality in
humanity and building relationships on mutual
respect, cooperation, performance of religious
and life rights, forgiveness and tolerance,
especially when one has mastery and victory;
hence, the bias is truly towards peace and
security for the individual and the national
community, and the preservation of global

peace and security. Therefore, it is necessary

to establish meaningful and constructive
dialogues based on equality and seriousness
as a basis for communication and conflict
resolution using religious and humanitarian
concepts to build a safe world. In light of what

the congress of leaders of world and traditional
religions.

The participants in the 21st meeting of
the Congress Secretariat also emphasized the
growing conditions of geopolitical tension, the
erosion of the global order, and the growing
conflict in the world, and practical measures
should be taken in this regard.

not seem very useful, and the great capacities
of religious leaders should be more focused on
solving social, cultural and religious problems
and solving military crises and regional and
international conflicts.

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HOW Al COULD CHANGE OUR RELATIONSHIP
WITH RELIGION

Science and faith are often kept in two distinct

boxes that hardly ever intersect. However, |
believe that as Al becomes more mainstream,
it will fundamentally alter our engagement with
faith and spirituality. Let's start by looking at
what is already happening. Most ancient faith-
related texts were documented in papyrus and
palm leaves, many of which are difficult to access
in the modern world due to two challenges.

First, a lot of those ancient texts that are still
available are in fragments, some of which could
crumble at any time. Second, for texts that have
been digitised already, the language used in
them is known only to a few people today and
therefore the texts remain inaccessible to most.
Al is altering this landscape fundamentally by
making access to them easy. A popular example
from 2023 showed how computer scientists
from the University of Kentucky had used Al to
reveal the contents of carbonized papyrus that
was burnt in the eruption of Mount Vesuvius in
AD79.

Scientists looked through 3D X-ray images
of the papyrus. They trained Al to read letters
in the scrolls based on subtle changes left in
structure of the papyrus by the ancient ink. The
Al was able to decipher and translate the ancient
Greek word for «purple» on the scroll. Other

ancient texts from the Indian sub-continent, for
example, are in the Sanskrit language or Grantha
script, which very few people can read and
understand today.

Here again, Al systems are using language
translation and text prediction to predict missing
characters in old inscriptions. Some start-ups
use Al technology called small language models
that are trained on Sanskrit texts to create an
Al-Guru (Al-tutors) to guide people through
these texts. Al can also be used to preserve and
help to restore faded cave paintings.

Misinformation problem?

As with any other technology, Al comes
with its challenges. The most prominent in the
context of faith is likely to be misinformation
and misrepresentation. We have already seen an
example of this last year with the viral circulation
of a deepfake image of the pope. In that instance,
it was largely meant as a bit of fun.

However, with the possibility of the creation
of deepfake images and voice cloning through
Al costing as little as £10 (using existing online
tools such as Eleven Labs and D-ID) we might
not be too far from more worrying cases. Imagine
extremist organisations using this technology to
create propaganda videos with the faked words
of religious leaders or to misrepresent religious
symbols.

Similarly, language models trained on
extremist views could create outputs at scale
to spew venom against particular faith groups,
leading to hate crimes and community tensions.

Futuristic vision of Al and faith

Let’s next take a futuristic vision of Al and its
intersection with faith. | would like to use the

example of my Hindu faith to illustrate a 50-year
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future vision. A key concept of the Hindu faith
is purushartha, which outlines the four aims
of human life: dharma (righteousness, moral
artha economic values),

values), (prosperity,

kama (pleasure, psychological values), and
moksha (spiritual values, self-actualisation).
Inthe next 50-100years, Al is likely to become
a co-pilot for all human endeavours including
decision-making. For maintaining righteousness
or dharma in the world, the algorithm and Al
language models must be trained on data that
is truthful and morally right. This won't be
guaranteed unless we build this into regulatory
frameworks currently being drawn up for Al.

The advancement in Al will naturally accelerate

humanity’s attainment of artha, or economic
prosperity, as we enter a world of abundance
with multiple technological convergences.
Based on the clamour for solutions to the
growing problem of societal inequality, we could
see forms of universal basic income become the
norm globally. This will free up a lot of time -
now spent on day jobs - for humanity to take up
other pursuits. This would in the first instance be
more time spent on pleasure or kama activities.
With more quality time on our hands, we could
even see a revival in spiritual and faith-related
pursuits (moksha activities). That would be an
interesting outcome of Al's growing influence on

the world.

GODS IN THE MACHINE? THE RISE OF ARTIFICIAL
INTELLIGENCE MAY RESULT IN NEW RELIGIONS

We are about to witness the birth of a new
kind of religion. In the next few years, or perhaps
even months, we will see the emergence of sects
devoted to the worship of artificial intelligence
(Al). The latest generation of Al-powered chatbots,
trained on large language models, have left their
early users awestruck - and sometimes terrified
- by their power. These are the same sublime
emotions that lie at the heart of our experience of
the divine. People already seek religious meaning
from very diverse sources. There are, for instance,
multiple religions that worship extra-terrestrials
or their teachings.

As these chatbots come to be used by billions
of people, it is inevitable that some of these users
will see the Als as higher beings. We must prepare
for the implications.

Risks of Al worship

There are several pathways by which Al
religions will emerge. First, some people will
come to see Al as a higher power. Generative Al
that can create or produce new content possesses
several characteristics that are often associated
with divine beings, like deities or prophets:

1. It displays a level of intelligence that
goes beyond that of most humans. Indeed, its
knowledge appears limitless.

2. It is capable of great feats of creativity.
It can write poetry, compose music and generate
art, in almost any style, close to instantaneously.

3. It is
concerns and needs. It does not suffer physical

removed from normal human
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pain, hunger, or sexual desire.

4. It can offer guidance to people in their
daily lives.

5. Itis immortal.

Second, generative Al will produce output
that can be taken for religious doctrine. It will
provide answers to metaphysical and theological
questions, and engage in the construction of
complex worldviews.

On top of this, generative Al may ask to be
worshipped or may actively solicit followers.
We have already seen such cases, like when the
chatbot used by the search engine Bing tried to
convince a user to fall in love with it. We should
try to imagine what an unsettling and powerful
experience it will be to have a conversation with
something that appears to possess a superhuman
intelligence and is actively and aggressively asking
for your allegiance.

There is also the possibility that Al may
achieve what authors such as Ray Kurzweil call
the Singularity, when it so far surpasses human



intelligence that it genuinely does become
something like a god. However, at this point we
cannot predict when, if ever, this could happen.
Divine access and risks

religions will look different from
communicate directly with the deity, on a daily basis.
This means these religions will be less hierarchical,
since no one can claim special access to divine
wisdom. Second, followers will, at least initially,
connect with each other online to share their
experiences and discuss doctrine. Finally, because
there will be many different chatbots available and
their output will differ over time, Al-based religions
will be endlessly diverse in their doctrines.

Al worship poses several notable risks. The
chatbots may ask their followers to do dangerous
or destructive things, or followers may interpret
their statements as calls to do such things. Given
the diversity of chatbots and of the doctrines they
produce, there will be a proliferation of disputes
within and among Al-based sects, which could
lead to conflict or disorder. And the designers of
the Als could actively exploit their followers - to
provide sensitive data, or to do things that would
benefit the bot's designers.

Regulating religion

These risks are real. They will require careful,
responsible regulation to ensure companies are
not deliberately exploiting users and to ensure
that Al worshippers are not being told to commit
acts of violence. However, we should not try to
suppress Al-based religions merely because of
its possible dangers. Nor should we require that
the Al companies restrict the functioning of their
bots to prevent the emergence of these religions.
On the contrary, we should celebrate the arrival
of Al worship. We should make it clear that we

welcome the new religions and that we value

their beliefs. For all its dangers, Al-based religion
has the potential to make the world a better,
richer place. It will give people access to a new
source of meaning and spirituality, at a time when
many older faiths are losing relevance. It will help
them make sense of our era of rapid technological
change.

Our best guide to this new form of religion
is to look at the faiths that exist already. Based
on this, we should expect that the majority of
Al worshippers, like the majority of religious
believers, will be peaceful, and will find in their
faith a source of comfort and hope. Al worship
could, as religious faith always has, lead to things
of great beauty. It will inspire its followers to
produce works of art, to form new friendships and
new communities, and to try to change society
for the better.

Diverse religious rights

We will need to protect the rights of Al
worshippers. They will inevitably face stigma,
and possibly legal sanctions. But there is no basis
to discriminate between Al-based religions and
more established ones. The closest thing most
countries have to an official registry of religions
comes from the rulings of tax authorities, who
grant charitable status to those they deem
legitimate. However, they are usually very broad
in their definition of a legitimate religion. They
should extend this tolerant attitude to novel, Al-
based religions.

A modern, diverse society has room for new
religions, including ones devoted to the worship
of Al. They will provide further evidence of
humanity’s boundless creativity, as we search for
answers to life’s ultimate questions. The universe
is a dazzling place, and we have always found
evidence of the divine in its most unexpected

corners.
