ICIID AND RELIGIONS FOR PEACE STRENGTHEN PARTNERSHIP
AND AGREE ON NEW AREAS OF JOINT WORK

On 19 November 2025,
Center for Interfaith and Interreligious Dialogue

the International

(ICIID) held an online meeting with the
international organization Religions for Peace -
the world's largest global interfaith coalition
operating in more than 90 countries.

The initiative for the meeting came from
Religions for Peace. The conversation focused on
the practical development of cooperation within
the framework of the previously signed
Memorandum of Understanding, as well as on
discussing concrete initiatives in interreligious
dialogue, peacebuilding, and the prevention of
extremism.

The Chair of the ICIID Board, Gulsana
Kozhabay, expressed gratitude to the Secretary-
General of Religions for Peace, Dr. Francis Kuria,
for his active role in developing the partnership
and for his substantive proposals to expand joint
work. She also highlighted Dr. Kuria's expertise
and many years of experience in conflict
resolution and peacebuilding processes across
African countries, which represents valuable
input for future programs and research of the
Center.

The parties discussed key areas for future
cooperation. One of the central topics was the
promotion of the Astana Peace Declaration -
2025. RfP expressed readiness to actively support
its dissemination on international platforms as a
document reflecting contemporary principles of
interreligious harmony, peaceful coexistence,
and mutual respect.

Special attention was given to the youth
agenda. Participants emphasized the
importance of systematic engagement with
young religious leaders both within the Forum of
Young Religious Leaders and through a possible
establishment of a working group aimed at
developing youth participation in dialogue and
promoting a culture of peace. The ICIID Chair
proposed the possibility of signing a separate
memorandum with the Youth Committee of RfP.
Both sides stressed that youth engagement
should become one of the sustainable areas of
jointactivity.

Women's issues were also an important part
of the discussion, reflecting their growing
significance in the development of the Congress
of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions.
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RfP colleagues shared their extensive experience
in establishing and advancing the Women in
Faith Network and expressed readiness to
support Kazakhstan'sinitiativesin thisarea.

Given the wide geographical presence of
Religionsfor Peace across all regions of the world,
the parties exchanged views on the prospects for
expanding cooperation in thisdirection.

Dr. Kuria also informed the participants
about the upcoming World Assembly of
Religions for Peace in 2026 - the organization's
largest event held once every six years, which sets
the strategic priorities of the global interreligious
agenda. He expressed the interest of RfP in
Kazakhstan's participation in the Assembly, with
datestobe announced later.

The sides also expressed strong interest in
holding joint events on RfP platforms for broader
audiences, emphasizing the importance of

Kazakhstan's and the Center's contribution to
shaping international dialogue.

The meeting additionally outlined
prospects for expert cooperation: organizing
joint roundtables and discussions, exchanging
analytical materials, and involving RfP experts in
research initiatives of the Center. Dr. Kuria
expressed interest in jointly developing practical
recommendations and expert reviews on the role
of religion in strengthening global security and
sustainable development.

As aresult of the negotiations, ICIID and RfP
reaffirmed their mutual interest in
strengthening their partnership and agreed to
begin preparing a joint action plan, including
activities for 2026. In the near future, the parties
will exchange proposals to form a coordinated
agenda and identify concrete projects.

RELIGIOUS LITERACY IN THE DIGITAL ERA BUILING GLOBAL RESILIENCE
THROUGH THE TRANSFORMATION OF FAITH COMMUNITIES

1 Introduction

The issue of literacy has long been developing
in Indonesia and has become an integral part of the
reading and writing culture in the history of this
nation [1]. As time progresses, the term "literacy" has
expanded in meaning to encompass religious
aspects. This is due to the fact that literacy practices
are social in nature, so they need to be understood
within every social context [2]. This change shows a
widespread understanding that literacy practice is
inherently a social activity that should be
understood from various contexts, including the
cultural, political and social contexts of society. In
Indonesia, where religion holds a central place in
both private and public life, the notion of religious
literacy has emerged as a vital component of the
broader literacy landscape, shaping not only
religious understanding but also the way individuals
anvigate their social worlds.

The concept of religious literacy is particularly
important in contemporary Indonesia, where the
intersection of religion, culture, and politics plays a
significant role in social life. Diane L. Moore
formulates religious literacy as the ability to
understand and analyze the intersections between
religion and social, political, and cultural life from
various perspectives [3]. Religious literacy
encompasses not only the activities of reading and
writing but also the ability to analyze and interpret
religious teachings mediated by texts, as well as their
manifestation in the behavior of correctly practicing
the adopted faith [4]. Moore explains that religious
literacy is acquired through religious learning and
learning about religion [5]. Moore's definition

extends the concept of literacy beyond the mere
mechanics of reading and writing, emphasizing
the ability to critically engage with religious
contentand itssocialimplications.

In this context, religious literacy is not
understood only in terms of one's own religious
beliefs but also about facilitating interfaith
dialogue and shared understanding among
various religious traditions. This has great
relevance especially in the context of a pluralistic
Indonesian society, where religious groups live
side by side and where religion often intersects
with national identity, politics, and social
cohesion. Understanding the dynamics of
society through the lens of religious literacy is
essential to promote social harmony and prevent
religious conflict. Moreover, religious literacy is
not static but dynamic, as it is shaped by ongoing

social, political, and technological
transformations—particularly evident in the
digital era.

Along with the growth of the internet,

especially in Indonesia, which shows a very
significant increase. Based on the survey results
of internet penetrationin Indonesia in 2024 [6] by
the Association of Indonesian Internet Service
Providers that the internet penetration rate in
Indonesia is 79.50% where the number of people
connected to the internet in 2024 is 221,563,479
people from a total population of 278,696,200
people in Indonesia in 2023. The internet
penetration rate of the Indonesian population
has increased compared to 2023 by 79.19%. This
means that internet access and use s
increasingly widespread in Indonesia, with
penetration approaching 80% of the total
populationin 2024.

In the digital era, religious literacy has
encountered a new dimension along with the
change of technology, affecting how individuals
and communities engage with faith and spiritual
practices. The rise of digital platforms has made
religious content more accessible, fostering
global dialogue and reshaping traditional faith
communities. The digital era is changing the way
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individuals and communities interact with
religious beliefs and practices. The proliferation
of digital platforms not only enhances religious
content but also redefines the ways in which
religious teachings are conveyed and practiced.
Digital media, including social media, websites,
and applications, have become an integral space
where religious knowledge is produced, shared,
and consumed. This platform offers a new
avenue for religious education and discourse that
allows both the community and religious leaders
to interact with religious teachings in innovative
ways, which then gives rise to digital religion.
Digital religion is a term used to describe how
religious individuals and groups engage with
digital media and emerging technologies. It
represents a specific way of understanding
people's online and offline expressions of
religiosity as being increasingly intertwined [7].

Moore explained the importance of global
societies improving their religious literacy. He
believed that only with high-quality religious
literacy can global communities enhance their
relationships with one another, based on mutual
understanding and respect [5]. From a
sociological lens, this shift in religious
engagement can be understood through the
concept of mediated religion. Mediated religion
refers to how religious messages are
communicated and understood through
different media channels, shaping the ways in
which individuals and communities relate to
their faith [8]. In the digital era, the role of
traditional religious authorities is often
challenged by therise of user-generated content,
where anyone can produce and disseminate
religious teachings. This democratization of
religious authority raises important questions
about the changing nature of religious literacy
and how faith communities adapt to these new
dynamics.

As religious commmunities continue to adapt
to these digital transformations, they also play a
critical role in promoting global resilience. Global
resilience refers to the ability of societies to
withstand and adapt to various challenges,
including social inequality, political instability,
and environmental crises [9]. Faith communities,
through their teachings and social networks,

have historically played an important role in
fostering resilience by promoting social capital,
mutual aid, and ethical frameworks that guide
collective action. In the digital era, these
communities have the potential to leverage
digital platforms to build stronger, more
connected, and informed global communities.

This paper seeks to explore how religious
literacy is evolving in the digital era and how it
contributes to global resilience. By examining
how faith communities adapt to digital platforms
and new modes of religious engagement, the
paper will highlight the ways in which digital
religion can foster inclusive and informed
religious discourse in a globalized world. At the
same time, it will address the challenges posed
by the digital environment, such as the spread of
misinformation and the erosion of traditional
religious authority, offering insights into how
religious literacy can be nurtured in an
increasingly complex and interconnected
society.

3 Main Findings

3.1 The Evolution of Religious Literacy in the
Digital Era

The evolution of people's religious life,
especially in relation to the digital dimension,
began during the Covid-19 period which brought
tremendous changes to all aspects of human life,
especially in the aspect of religion. During the
covid lockdown, several religious communities
around the world were forced to find ways and
strategies to replace physical interaction, namely
by utilizing digital media. However, there are two
things that need to be considered. First, as
emphasized by Stewart Hoover, a media scholar,
religion and media have always been related
throughout history. It is undeniable that religion
is based on messages disseminated through
media ranging from sacred texts to new media
technologies. The second is that the
reproduction of religious rituals online is not
something that is only caused by physical
distancing through lockdowns during covid-19
and is notlimited to social networking sites [10].

The life of religious people experiences
dynamics from time to time. Changes and shifts
are increasingly significant along with the times.
The industrial era 4.0 is marked by advances in
Information technology (IT) media digitization.
The implication is that the internet and social
media have become common needs for the
community. The Internet and social media make
an impact on various sectors in daily life, such as
politics, economics, social, cultural, and even
religion [11]. The rise of digital space today
provides a lot of religious narratives on so many
platforms. In this way, the digital space becomes
afree place for people to access not only religious
information but also a place to foster conflict and
revive identity politics, which is marked by
shifting religious authority, strengthening
individualism, and fanding affiliation with
religious institutions [12]. For example, Bunt
explain in his book that many mosques and
religious institutions can stream multimedia
across platforms and services, a service now
embedded in the expectations of their core users

within Muslim digital worlds. Digital content has
become a key part of expressions of
contemporary Islam in many contexts, in terms of
the ways in which faith, command, and control
are manifest across complex systems of Muslim
beliefs [13].

The emergence of digital platforms has
significantly accelerated the dissemination and
understanding of religious knowledge on a
global scale. Social media, online communities,
podcasts, and other digital channels provide
avenues for faith communities and individuals to
share religious teachings, experiences, and
diverse interpretations. This accessibility has
transformed religious engagement, making
religious literacy a more interactive, personalized,
and widespread phenomenon. Morevoer, digital
spaces enable open discussions and cross-
religious interactions that can bridge
geographical and cultural gaps, leading to a
more informed and interconnected global
society. Campbell examines how digital media
has reshaped religious practices and access,
emphasizing the role of these platforms in
spreading religious literacy to a wider audience.

However, the rise of digital platforms has
also presented challenges to traditional religious
authority. The internet has democratized
religious information, allowing laypeople to
access, interpret, and disseminate religious
content without the mediation of religious
scholars or institutions. While this
democratization has enabled greater exploration
of faith and spirituality, it also raises issues of
credibility, authenticity, and the potential for
misinformation. The ease with which one can
publish religious content online can lead to
fragmented understandings or unorthodox
interpretations that diverge from established
teachings. Hoover & Clark [14] highlight the
tension between traditional religious institutions
and new media, exploring how this tension
impacts the authority and credibility of religious
knowledge.

On a more positive note, he increase in
religious literacy through digital media has the
potential to promote cross-cultural dialogue,
tolerance, and understanding. By providing
exposure to diverse religious beliefs and
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practices, digital spaces can foster empathy and
reduce stereotypes, which is crucial in an
increasingly globalized world. This exposure
allows individuals to engage with perspectives
that differ from their own, contributing to more
respectful interfaith dialogues and promoting
peacebuilding efforts. As Morgan [15] notes, the
intersection of religion and media is a key factor
in shaping how religious communities
understand one another and work towards
global resilience in the face of conflict and
division.

Religious education has also been
transformaed by the digital age, redefining
traditional models of teaching and learning.
Virtual classrooms, online courses, and digital
resources make religious education more
accessible and adaptable, allowing people to
learn about their faiths in innovative ways. These
new formats make it possible to reach younger
generations who are more accustomed to digital
learning environments and can keep religious
teachings relevant in an fast-changing world.
Also, social media and digital tools are being used
to develop religious education, emphasizing the
ways in which digitalization supports interactive
and community- based learning.

In the digital era, the storytelling format
of religious narratives has also evolved. Through
religious vlogs, blogs, memes, and other digital
storytelling mediums, faith communities can
convey teachings in a way that resonates with
contemporary audiences. These new forms of
narrative-making allow for relatable and
dynamic interpretations of religious beliefs,
enhancing engagement and understanding
among digital natives. By providing modern and
interactive storytelling techniques, digital
narratives offer a fresh perspective on traditional
teachings and contribute to a richer, more
engaging approach to religious literacy. Lynch
[16] examines how the sacred is represented in
the modern world, arguing that cultural and
digital storytelling play a significant role in
shaping contemporary religious literacy.

The term 'religious literacy' has become
widely used within contemporary discourse on
RE.Just as'literacy' is a relatively new term which
has undergone significant changes in meaning,

the same is true of 'religious literacy' These days
there is little, if anything, which is striking about
coupling the terms 'religious' and 'literacy'
However, prior to the publication of Wright's
Religious Education in the Secondary school:
Prospects for Religious Literacy it isdifficult to
find any examples of advocates of RE using or
referring to it. An early example of the phrase is
found in a short article in the American journal
Religious Education by Ward titled The Right to
Religious literacy. The following year, the
sociologist Vladimir de Lissovoy published an
article on A Sociological Approach to Religious
literacy. However, in less than three decades the
term 'religious literacy' has become an integral
part of numerous debates and analyses
concerning religious education. Although
Wright's work is highly influential, the
emergence of 'religious literacy' as a central
concept is not only due to the strength of his
assessment of the challenges facing secondary
school RE. A number of other factors have
contributed both to the widespread use of the
term and to the range of ways in which 'religious
literacy' can be defined [17]. Diane L. Moore
formulates religious literacy as the ability to
understand and analyze the intersections
between religion and social, political,and cultural
life from various perspectives [3]. Religious
literacy refersto the ability to understand and use
in one's day-to-day life the basic building blocks
of religious traditions-their key terms, symbols,
doctrinesm practices, sayings, characters,
metaphors, and narratives. Religious literacy
might also be divided into a variety of functional
capacities; for example, ritual literacy,
confessional literacy, denominational literacy;
and narrative literacy [3]. Religious literacy
encompasses not only the activities of reading
and writing but also the ability to analyze and
interpret religious teachings mediated by texts,
as well as their manifestation in the behavior of
correctly practicing the adopted faith [4].

In terms of knowledge and proficiency with
religions, Moore outlines the following qualities
of a religiously literate person: (1) a fundamental
comprehension of the origins and ongoing
influence of various social, historical, and cultural
contexts on the beliefs, practices, and modern
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manifestations of various world religions; and (2)
the capacity to identify and investigate the
religious aspects of political, social, and cultural
expressions throughout time and space. The
focusis on comprehending how religionis a basic
and essential aspect of human existence.
Someone who lacks these comprehension and
knowledge may be deemed religiously illiterate
[171.

Prothero and Moore agree that it is
imperative to address the drop in religious
literacy for the benefit of society. All citizens
should possess a basic degree of religious literacy
since religion is an essential aspect of life and is
intricately entwined with the common history
and culture of a nation state like the United
States of America. This is contentious in North
America, though, as the American constitution's
rigid division of church and state hasresultedina
public education curriculum that excludes RE.
According to Prothero, it isimperative that young
people acquire the needed knowledge at school
or university in order for them to be at least
somewhat religiously literate for the benefit of
society [17].

In conclusion, religious literacy has a broad
scope, encompassing knowledge,
understanding, interpretation, and practice of
religious traditions. It plays a vital role in guiding
individuals to address life's challenges, fostering
a deeper comprehension of religion's role in
shaping human existence.

3.2Adaptation and Transformation of
Religious Practicesin the Digital Era

The digital era has significantly impacted
how religious communities practice,
communicate, and engage with their followers.
Many religious organizations have adapted by
creating a digital presence, using platforms such
as social media, live- streaming services, and
online forums to reach and engage their
audiences. These digital platforms serve as
spaces for worship, teaching, and community
building, enabling people to participate in
religious activities from virtually anywhere. For
example, live-streamed religious services allow
people who are unable to attend in person to
participate in communal worship. Social media
enables religious leaders and communities to

share teachings, prayers, and discussions, often
leading to more interactive and immediate forms
of engagement.

While this diversity
of thought fosters inclusivity and innovation
within religious discourse, it can also create
tensions between traditional religious
authorities and new digital figures. As Hoover
and Clark [14] note, this tension is particularly
evident in the struggle to maintain doctrinal
consistency and authority in the face of digital
media's opennessand accessibility.

The ability ofindividuals to engage with
religious content on their own terms also blurs
the boundaries between formal and informal
religious practices. Online spaces often facilitate
more personalized forms of worship and spiritual
expression, where users can selectively engage
with the aspects of religion that resonate most
with their personal beliefs and experiences
(Cheong, 2012). This phenomenon has been
described as the “fragmentation” of religious
authority, where the internet enables individuals
to curate their own spiritual journeys, sometimes
bypassing traditional religious structures
altogether [18] Creation of Digital Rituals and
Communities. One of the most transformative
aspects of religion in the digital era isthe creation
of new forms of digital rituals and online
communities. Digital religion is not merely a
replication of offline practices but a space where
new rituals and forms of worship are created that
are unique to the digital environmen. For
instance, digital prayer chains, virtual
pilgrimages, and online fasting support groups
have become common features of religious life in
the digital world. These digital rituals provide
spaces for individuals to connect with their faith
and with others, evenifthey are physically distant
from traditional religious institutions. Such
practices are particularly beneficial for

individuals who may be geographically isolated
or unable to participate in traditional religious
services due to health or mobility issues [18].

Especially, religious literacy faces several
challenges that can hinder meaningful
understanding and engagement with religion in
this era. One of the most prominent challenges is
the spread of misinformation and disinformation.
Digital platforms, especially social media, allow
for rapid and widespread sharing of religious
content, but they can also facilitate the
dissemination of inaccurate or misleading
information. This misinformation can lead to
misunderstandings about religious beliefs and
practices, the perpetuation of stereotypes, and
even the incitement of conflict between religious
communities. The viral nature of content online
often means that sensational or extreme views
are amplified, overshadowing moderate or
authenticteachings.

Another challenge is the erosion of
traditional religious authority. In the digital
space, religious teachings are no longer solely
controlled by established leaders or institutions;
anyone with access to the internet can produce
and share religious content. While this
democratization can promote diverse
perspectives and more inclusive dialogues, it also
raises concerns about the credibility and
authenticity of the information being shared.
Individuals who may not have formal theological
training can become influential online religious
figures, leading to the potential spread of
unverified interpretations and practices. It is
essential that progressive religious leaders have
the flexibility to modify their approaches in order
to interact with audiences on digital media.
Academic academics' involvement is also
essential since they have important abilities
including impartiality, systematic skepticism,
and balanced investigation. In part, the success
of interfaith ecumenism depends on how well
these academics and religious leaders can model
and encourage civility in both offline and online
contexts.

Additionally, the digital environment often
promotes fragmentation and individualization of
religious beliefs. Online spaces allow individuals

to pick and choose aspects of religion that appeal
tothem, oftenresulting in more personalized and
eclectic forms of spirituality. This "cafeteria-style"
approach to religion can dilute traditional
religious teachings and practices, making it
challenging for communities to maintain shared
beliefs or values. It also risks reducing complex
theological concepts into simplified or
decontextualized ideas, potentially undermining
a deeper understanding of the religion.
Moreover, the echo chamber effect poses a
significant challenge to religious literacy. Digital
algorithms tend to show users content that
aligns with their existing beliefs and preferences,
reinforcing their current views and limiting
exposure to diverse perspectives. This can lead to
insular communities that do not engage in open
dialogue or understanding with those who have
different religious beliefs, counteracting the
potential of digital platforms to enhance
interfaith understanding.

4 Conclusions

In conclusion, the paper highlights the
transformative role of religious literacy in the
digital era,emphasizing its contribution to global
resilience. As technology continues to reshape
the way individuals and communities engage
with faith, religious literacy becomes a critical
tool for navigating complex global challenges. By
fostering a deeper understanding of diverse
religious traditions and promoting interfaith
dialogue, digital religious literacy enhances
social cohesion, cultural adaptability, and
collective resilience. However, the paper also
acknowledges the challenges posed by the
digital environment, such as misinformation,
fragmentation of religious authority, and the
erosion of traditional practices. Addressing these
challenges requires a nuanced approach that
balances innovation with respect for tradition,
enabling faith communities to thrive in an
increasingly interconnected world.  The
integration of digital platforms into religious
practice offers both opportunities and risks, but
the potential for building a more informed,
tolerant, and resilient global society remains
promising.

Good day, Dear distinguished guests,
colleagues and participants!

On behalf of the International Center for
Interfaith and Interreligious Dialogue, and in
partnership with the Baku International Center
for Multiculturalism, | warmly welcome all of you
and express my sincere gratitude for your time
and being with us today, for your further
contributions to the round table and its
outcomes.

I would also like to express special gratitude
to Mr. Ravan Hasanov, the Executive Director of
the Baku International Center for
Multiculturalism (BIMC), for his personal support

of the Round Table and continued commitment
to fostering open dialogue and collaborative
work between our institutions.

The topic of today's discussion is Artificial
Intelligence and Cultural Diversity.

Artificial intelligence is truly transforming
power of the modern world, but, at the same
time, it challenges our moral and cultural values.

Al reflects the principles of those who
create it, which means our responsibility is not
onlytechnological, but deeply ethical.

And exactly here the power of interfaith
and intercultural dialogue becomes
indispensable.

When | did some research, it turned out that
the topic of artificial intelligence and religion is
actually very multilayered.

Thefirstis the practical dimension: how Al is
already entering religious life — from a hologram
of Jesus in Switzerland, to a robot monk in
Beijing, an Al pastor in Poland, and digital
assistants for pilgrimsin Mecca and so forth.

The second is the spiritual dimension: how
Al shapes a person's individual spiritual
experience and their understanding of faith -
perhaps the most complicated dimension of all.

The third is the ethical dimension: where
religious leaders can act as voices of moral values
and help shape the principles for Al development
and its future nature — not only in religions but
also across societies, more broadly.

This multilayered nature makes the topic
truly complicated and shows why discussions




like ourstoday are soimportant.

And in this context, I'd like to say a few words
about Kazakhstan's position.

As you know we are proud that Kazakhstan
has earned global recognition as a trusted
platform for the dialogue between religious
leaders.

The Congress of the Leaders of World and

Traditional Religions and the initiatives
developed within their framework - including
the Astana Peace Declaration 2025,

Communiqué of Young Religious Leaders and
outcomes of the Expert Round table -
consistently emphasize human dignity, respect
for diversity, and peaceful coexistence.

President Kassym-Jomart TokayeV's call to
develop an interfaith/interreligious framework
for Al ethics — the idea of so called
«Commandments for Algorithms» — reflects our
country's commitment to ensuring that
innovation remains aligned with universal moral
values.

The work of the recent Congress and
outcomes of its working sessions show a clear
understanding that technological development
must go hand in hand with responsibility and
cultural sensitivity.

Our Center actively contributes to this
agenda by supporting dialogue among experts,
religious leaders, scholars, and policymakers.

We believe that Al should enhance human
wisdom - not replace it; support cultural
diversity —notdevalueit.

In this regard, today's round table is another
opportunity to jointly reflect on how technology
can serve peace, inclusion, and sustainable
development.

| am confident that your insights will
contribute to shaping a more ethicaland human-
centereddigital future.

SPEECH OF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE
BAKU INTERNATIONAL MULTICULTURALISM CENTRE
RAVAN HASANOV
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Ladies and gentlemen, distinguished
colleagues, dearfriends,

It is a great privilege to participate at this
event today and explore an issue that is rapidly
reshaping our world - the intersection of
artificial intelligence and cultural diversity, and
the urgent global need to search for a universal
ethical framework that reflects the richness of
humanity.

We often say that the twenty-first century is
defined by technology. But | believe it is equally
defined by identity. It is defined by the ways in
which cultures meet, interact, and shape shared
norms. Artificial intelligence —once adistantidea
- is today a force present in every layer of our
societies. It influences our communication, our
education, our health systems, our economies.

And so, the question before us is not only
technological. It is profoundly civilizational: Will
artificial intelligence preserve cultural diversity
-orwillitsilently eraseit?

Al, at its core, is a mirror. It reflects the data,
values, and assumptions that we, intentionally or
unintentionally, feed into it. If this mirror contains
biases-linguistic, cultural, historical -then the Al
we build will reproduce these biases at a scale
and speed never seen before.

Imagine for a moment an Al system trained on
only one linguistic tradition, one worldview, one
cultural narrative. Such a system could
unintentionally marginalize the languages of
smaller communities, flatten complex cultural
expressions, or even promote a distorted vision of
history.

In this sense, Al is not simply a technological
tool;itis a cultural actor. And like any actor in the
global arena, it carries responsibilities.

In our global discussion on Al ethics, we
often search for "universal principles." But the
paradoxis evident: universal principles cannot be
imposed; they must be shared, negotiated, and
co-created.

Universal ethics should not mean uniform
ethics. It must embrace pluralism. It must accept
that values have different expressions in different
cultures-yet remain deeply humanin essence.

What might such universal ethicslook like?

I believe it should rest on four pillars:

1. Respect for Cultural Identity

Al must recognize and protect the linguistic
and cultural identities of all peoples - large or
small.

2. Fairness and Non-Discrimination

Al systems must be built to prevent bias
based on ethnicity, religion, language, or cultural
heritage.

3. Transparency and Responsibility

Technology creators - governments,
companies, researchers — must be transparent
about how Al systems are trained and how
decisions are made. People should have the right
to understand how technologies that affect their
lives operate.

4.Inclusionin Al Governance

Al governance must reflect the diversity of
cultures it will impact. That means including
voices from different civilizations, from the
Global South and North, from traditional
communities, indigenous groups, and minority
cultures.

Without inclusive governance, we risk
creating a digital hierarchy where some cultures

write the rules and others are expected to follow
them.

Ladies and gentlemen, we are at a
crossroads. Al can become a global equalizer —or
a global divider. It can promote understanding —
or create digital monocultures. It can deepen our
appreciation of diversity — or erase it quietly,
algorithmically, invisibly.

But the future is not predetermined. It is
shaped by the choices we make today.

At the Baku International Multiculturalism
Center, we are proud to contribute to this global
dialogue. We believe that the ethical future of Al

must be built on multicultural foundations. Our
experience shows that coexistence is possible,
dialogue is powerful, and mutual respect is the
only path toward sustainable peace.

We are committed to fostering academic
research, international cooperation, and
educational initiatives that explore how cultural
diversity can shape responsible Al. We stand
ready to cooperate with global partners -
universities, research institutions, and civil
society organizations - to ensure that future
technologies serve humanity as a whole, not just
aselectfew.

Moreover, on 17 November 2025, the Law of
the Republic of Kazakhstan «On Artificial
Intelligence» wassigned.

The Law introduces the fundamental
principles governing artificial intelligence
systems: the principles of legality, fairness,
equality, transparency and explainability, the
priority of human well-being, freedom of will in
decision-making, data protection and
confidentiality, safety and security.

All these steps highlight the importance of
the topic of today'sround table.

International Center for Interfaith and
Interreligious Dialogue, Madame Gulsana
Kozhabay; Honorable Director of the Baku
International Multiculturalism Centre, Mr. Ravan
Hasanov; distinguished colleagues and dear
friends!

Thankyou sincerely for the invitation. Many
thanks to the International Center for Interfaith
and Interreligious Dialogue and to the Baku
International Multiculturalism Centre. It is a
pleasure to join this roundtable, and | remain
inspired by the spirit of dialogue and mutual
respect that marked the recent Congress of
Leaders of World and Traditional Religions in
Astana last September. | am still deeply
impressed by your wonderful country, its
hospitality, and the excellent organizations
involved.

As a political scientist, | am deeply
interested in how emerging technologies
reshape societies, values, and the delicate
balance of power. This brings me to a crucial
guestion: What is the essence of this epoch? We
live in a time of chaos, where it is increasingly
difficult to know what is true. «Alternative facts»
are offered to us from all sides, and algorithms

enclose us in small worlds where we only hear
what we want to hear. When everyone lives in
their own truth, we lose the common direction.
We might say that when there is no shared
reality, there is no shared course. Global crises are
multiplying and converging into what many call
a polycrisis. The pandemic shattered our illusion
of self-sufficiency; the climate emergency forms
the existential background noise of our era while
rising economic insecurity erodes public trust. As
the sociologist Hartmut Rosa observes, the pace
of change now «reduces the time needed for
orientation». We have no time to steady the
compass before the next storm of reports, crises,
or alarms arrives. This creates not only
uncertainty, but a kind of collective vertigo.

In such moments of uncertainty, spirituality
and religion become more than personal beliefs
because tthey become collective anchors. The
great faith traditions remind us that truth is not
only what can be measured. It is about what can
be lived and experienced. At the recent Congress
in Astana, we witnessed how interfaith dialogue
offers precisely what technology cannot: moral
imagination, humility, and the recognition of
human dignity that no algorithm can optimize.
While Al accelerates and simplifies, spiritual
traditions slow us down and deepen us,
preserving the pluralism of meaning that makes
societies humane. If we allow technology to
govern without these moral foundations, we risk
creating a world that is efficient, yet empty. It is
important to emphasise that spiritual wisdom
does not resist progress. It ensures that progress
remains human.

If this is the diagnosis, what is the therapy?
How do we adapt tothe new realities?

First: Critical thinking and media literacy asa
basic defense. We must learn to check sources,
detect manipulation, and detach ourselves from
the bureaucracy of algorithms. Second: Slow,
universal values - human dignity, compassion,
justice. These are eternal virtues. Third:
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Accepting Uncertainty. Orientation today is not a
line, but a process. Instead of obsessing over
control, let us build resilience. Like a bamboo that
bends but does not break.

So, actually how | see it, is that we are going
through a moment when humanity is carrying
out the largest political experiment in its history.
An experiment unfolding not in parliaments or
public squares, but within the invisible
architectures of code. The essential question
before us is this: Are we building a democracy of
values, or are we quietly drifting toward a
dictatorship of data? For centuries, cultures have
disagreed. Richly and creatively have disagreed,
on what is just, sacred, beautiful, or good. These
disagreements are not weaknesses since they
are the motor of civilizational vitality. Yet Al
introduces something profoundly new:
machines that do not deliberate, but optimize.
We are facing systems that do not negotiate, but
standardize, based on algorithms that flatten
ambiguity into probabilities. And, almost
invisibly, optimization begins to masquerade as
truth.

If Al is accelerating our world, then our task
is to understand not only what it can do, but how
it reshapes the moral and cultural foundations of
human society. And here, the insights of great
thinkers become unexpectedly relevant. Long
before the age of machine learning, writers and
scholars explored the dangers of reducing
human complexity to simple rules. Isaac Asimov
famously imagined three simple laws designed
to govern the behavior of intelligent robots, rules
meant to ensure that machines would protect us,
obey us, and embody the best of our values. Yet
Asimov's real insight was not that he solved the
problem of Al ethics, but that he illustrated, again
and again, how any universal rule collapses when
it confronts the complexity, conflict, and plurality
of real human life.! His stories remind us that we

cannot encode ethics without choosing a
culture, and we cannot enforce safety without
simultaneously enforcing values. They also show
that no rule system, no matter how carefully
crafted, is immune to the unintended
consequences that arise from oversimplifying
the richness and unpredictability of human life.
AsimovV's fictional laws fail for the same reason
that universal Al ethics may fail in reality: morality
is plural, not programmable.

Let us also be honest: datais not neutral. It is
a distillation of the past pretending to predict the
future. Optimization may appear technical, but it
is always ethical. Every “best” outcome hides a
judgment about what is valuable, acceptable, or
normal. When these judgments are embedded
in code, they stop looking like choices and begin
to look like truths. This is how optimization
quietly becomes a moral force without ever
admitting thatitis making moral decisions.

When Al optimizes, it optimizes based on
what has been, not on what ought to be. And
because what has beenreflects the asymmetries,
exclusions, and historical power imbalances of
our world, optimization becomes a kind of
cultural gravity, quietly pulling societies toward a
single statistical center. This threatens to replace
the vibrant contest of democratic values with the
cold efficiency of “best practices” determined by
opaque models. Today, a village, a religious
community, or a minority culture may find itself
having to justify its traditions against global
benchmarks set by algorithms trained on
someone else's majority. If culture is diversity,
optimization is convergence. And convergence,
when left unchecked, becomes erasure.

Arnold Toynbee, the great historian of
civilizations, observed that societies decline not
because of external threats but because their
responses become mechanical and
unimaginative. Civilizations endure, he argued,

when they respond creatively and distinctively to
the challenges they face.2 Al confronts every
culture with precisely such a test: Will we respond
creatively, preserving our pluralism? Or
mechanically, by surrendering decision-making
to predictive algorithms? Pitirim Sorokin, one of
the most influential sociologists of the twentieth
century and a former member of the Constituent
Assembly of Russia, argued that civilizations
move through recurring cycles of ideational,
idealistic, and sensate cultural types. He
maintained that the modern West has entered
an extreme sensate phase, one that elevates the
empirical, the measurable, and the visible above
all else.®> Al pushes this sensate culture into
overdrive: a hyper-sensate civilization in which
only what can be quantified is allowed to matter.
Humans become datasets, cultures become
clusters, values become optimization criteria.
Sorokin would warn that societies which elevate
only the measurable eventually collapse under
the weight of their own material absolutism.

But this is not the whole story. Al also holds
the potential to spark cultural renewal. It can help
preserve endangered languages, safeguard oral
traditions, democratize access to knowledge,
and empower small cultures to reach global
audiences. Toynbee reminds us that civilizations
are renewed through creative responses, and Al
can be the catalyst for such creativity if guided
with wisdom. Because a society that worships
optimization forgets how to justify its values,
because it forgets that values require
justification at all. Here we face a paradox: if Al is
to respect cultural diversity, it must categorize
culture; yet by categorizing it, we risk freezing it.
By defining values, we risk narrowing them. And
by quantifying diversity, we risk distorting it. Al
can turn living cultures into museum artifacts,
preserved, indexed, and yet somehow lifeless.
Real cultural diversity is not an inventory of

practices; it is a continuous, unpredictable
evolution of meaning. Our algorithms handle
dynamism the way bureaucracies handle poetry:
awkwardly. So, our task is not to impose a
universal ethics, nor to search for a single moral
framework on which all cultures can agree. And
certainly not to smuggle consensus through the
back door of “objective” data. Our task is far more
demanding: we must design Al systems that
anticipate and accommodate disagreement,
build algorithms capable of hosting multiple
truth systems, and create infrastructures in
which differing values can coexist without being
flattened into asingle global average.

Democratic pluralism is not about harmony;
it is about structured, protected, meaningful
conflict. We must ensure that Al does not
eliminate this creative friction in the name of
efficiency. The true dangeris not that Al becomes
smarter than us. It is that we become too willing
to outsource our moral complexity to machines.
The threat is not artificial intelligence; it is
artificial certainty. If we allow optimization to
override pluralism, we will not build a universal
ethics. We will build a universal overseer, a polite,
seamless, data-driven authoritarianism.

Al is inevitable; its advance cannot be
stopped, only shaped. But technology alone
cannot tell us who we are. Identity is not an
algorithmic output because it is a story, a
memory, a virtue cultivated through time. Every
culture, every faith, every community carries its
own truths about courage, dignity, compassion,
and responsibility. | would like to end with a
guestion, one no algorithm can answer: do we
want a future shaped by the collective
imagination of humanity, or by the collective
inertia of its datasets? One future is democratic.
Another is merely efficient. Only one remains
truly human.

SPEECH OF THE INFORMATION SYSTEMS CONSULTANT
AT AL-AZHAR AYMAN ABDEL-MOUMEN

Thank you, distinguished colleagues and
panelists. It is a pleasure to join this discussion on
one of the most important questions of our era:
how artificial intelligence can be developed and
used in ways that respect human dignity, cultural
identity, and moral responsibility. My remarks
today focus on the Ethical Trust Index for Al — a
proposed global standard designed to help
societies evaluate how accurate, honest, and
culturally sensitive Al systems truly are.

Artificial intelligence itself is neither good
nor bad - it is a tool. Its real impact depends
entirely on how human beings design it, deploy
it, and interact with it. That means ethical
responsibility is shared across four groups:
developers, Al companies, end users, and
religious and cultural institutions.

Developers carry the responsibility of
choosing diverse training data, testing for bias,
and writing code that can be reviewed and
improved. Al companies must avoid sacrificing
ethics for profit and should commit to
transparency and clear regulatory practices. End
users need to approach Al with awareness, verify
the information they receive, and avoid
spreading misinformation. And finally, religious
and cultural institutions have an important role

in educating communities about Al's risks and
opportunities and ensuring that religious and
moral content is treated responsibly by Al
systems.

To support these shared responsibilities, |
have proposed the Ethical Trust Index for Al — or
ETI-Al Thisindex serves as a global benchmark to
measure how accurate, truthful, and culturally
respectful Al models are, particularly when they
deal with values, religion, and cultural narratives.
The index ranges from 0 to 100 and is built on
three layers: local standards linked to national

laws and traditions, cultural standards
representing regional values, and global
standards grounded in universal ethical

principles such as transparency, fairness, and
accountability.

For the index to be successful, three
conditions are needed. First, international
alignment under institutions such as UNESCO,
the UN, or the OECD, to ensure global legitimacy.
Second, consensus among stakeholders -
governments, technology companies, academia,
civil society, and religious communities - to
create ashared understanding of Al ethics across
cultures. And third, a robust methodology that
combines quantitative and qualitative
indicators, standardized procedures, and multi-
layer evaluation criteria.

Al companies can comply with the index
through three strategies. The first is linking ETI
scores to government licensing, just as medical
or industrial activities require regulatory
approval. The second is user-driven pressure:
when consumers see a high ETI score, they will
prefer trustworthy systems. And the third is the
creation of a broad coalition of religious,
academic, and cultural institutions to ensure
that the index has moral and professional
legitimacy.

Ultimately, the ETI-Al would offer several
practical outputs: a public website showing
scores, a digital trust badge for Al systems, and
an annual report ranking Al models based on
ethical performance.

As Al continues to shape the way people
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learn, communicate, and understand the world,
we need tools that help ensure this technology
supports — not replaces - human judgment and
moral responsibility. The Ethical Trust Index for Al
offers one path toward building Al systems that
honor cultural diversity, strengthen public trust,

and protect the values that guide our societies. |
call oninstitutions across the world to participate
in developing this standard so that Al can serve
humanity with integrity and wisdom.

This call is a vital reminder: Al must always
work for humanity —it should never take control.

It also talks about being open (transparent),
including everyone (inclusive), and ensuring
safety —these are valuesthat every faith shares.

So, what are the next steps we can take
together?

1.We can talk more and educate our young
people, students, and everyone working in tech
about using Alintheright way.

2.We can set up small teams in our religious
centres (made up of scholars, thinkers, and tech
experts) towrite practical,local guides on ethics.

3.We can train our leaders and content
creators on how to use Al wisely and carefully.

4. We must protect people from misleading
religious content and block those using Al to
spread false messages.

5 And finally, we can partner with
governments and tech companies to make sure
Al follows the same moral standards everywhere
inthe world.

My dear friends,

We are standing at a huge decision point
right now. The choiceisclear:

Do we let Al change our values for us, or do




we lead Al using the values we already have?
Religious institutions absolutely can and

must lead this effort — to keep the truth safe,

protect human dignity, and ensure that

technology helps people thrive, instead of
replacing them.

SPEECH OF IMAM AND PRESIDENT OF THE

In the name of God, the Gracious, the
Merciful, Your excellencies, Gulsana Kozhabay,
Chair of the Board of the International Center for
Interfaith and Interreligious Dialogue (ICIID),
Ravan Hasanov, Executive Director Baku
International Centre of Multiculturalism and all
distinguished participants, Peace be upon you
all.

Technology has transformed our lives
deeply in the past few decades. Every aspect of
human life has been shaped by these recent
technological advancements. The internet has
been a huge accelerator and made it almost
impossible to catch up with the constant
changes and “revolutions” in our everyday life.
Social media and now the Artificial Intelligence
have initiated a new era in our civilisation. The Al
is no longer a topic related only to the scientists
or experts but has emerged as a relevant issue in
our aulas, dining tables and personal
conversations. In 2016 Sundar Pichai, CEO of
Google, went as far as to say that Al is ‘the most
important thing humanity is working on’, and
went on to add that Al was more important than
‘electricity orfire.

We don't have to necessarily agree with him
in his comparison, but there is no dispute about
the relevance of Al in the coming decades.
Hence, it is of great benefit to be prepared and
foresee as societies the impact of these coming
changes. Likewise, itisincumbent to keep an eye
not only on the opportunities, but also the
dangersand risks of these new innovations.

As a follower of Islam, | find a very complete
and universal guidance in my faith regarding the
use of any innovative tools. Islam teaches us that
the heaven and the earth and whatsoever is
between them both have been created to serve
mankind, and nothing has been brought into
existenceinvain. (2:194).

Nonetheless, the use of our faculties and the
management of these tools will define if they are
good or evil as such. These tools in their nature
itself are not good nor bad but are defined
according to their use. For example, God has
gifted every human being with the skill to talk
and to express himself. So, the action of talking
itself isn't good nor evil, but the intention, the
purpose, the form, the content, the outcome and
the result of our words will define ultimately our
action of talking. Therefore, the Holy Quran gives
us a beautiful metaphorical comparison:
(14:25-27)

“Dost thou not see how Allah sets forth the
similitude of a good word? It is like a good tree,
whose root is firm and whose branches reach
into heaven. It always brings forth its fruit by the
command of its Lord. And Allah sets forth
similitudes for men that they may reflect. And
the case of an evil word is like that of an evil tree,
which is uprooted from above the earth and has
no stability.”

Interestingly, when |l asked if Alwas a great

or a bad innovative tool, ChatGPT replied,
“Ultimately, whether Al is “good” or “bad” for
humanity depends on how it is developed,
deployed, and used. It is up to humans to ensure
that Al is used in a responsible and ethical
manner that maximises its benefits and
minimises its risks.”




In this way, Al and the wider world of
technology, can and should be used as means of
service and support, rather than subordinating or
even replacing the human capacity. According to
the Holy Quran, the human being has been
created as the centre of this universe and his
faculties should be the active force. (95:5)

So, any technology should be used under
the umbrella and under the countability of the
human intellect. Highlighting this condition, His
Holiness Mirza Masroor Ahmad, the spiritual
leader of the Ahmadiyya Muslim Community
advised hisfollowerson thisissue:

“Artificial intelligence is not going to write
something by itself, rather it is going to produce
something based on the points you entered. Now
it is possible that some wrong information can
also appear through it. My advice is that scholars
should edit and analyse such articles for any
apparent or subtle inaccuracies. So, it is
permissible to use Al for the generation of
templates and basic information. After that, we
need to apply higher executive and cognitive
functions to assess these for accuracy and
appropriateness.”

His Holiness at numerous occasions has
expressed the importance of being vigilant
regarding the contents prepared by Al asitisonly
areproducer and mirror of our input. Over the last

decade, the world of social media in combination
with “Fake news” have already shown the
vulnerability of our societies and exposed our
fragility. As a short example of such dangerous
misinformation, | would like to share the example
of the Islamic terms of “Jihad” and “Allahu Akbar”
and the misconception which exists amongst
non-Muslims in the West. If you search in Google
the answer for both terminologies, the primary
images will be of violent individuals and radical
groups although these expressions have no link
at all with violence or warfare. “Jihad” literally
means to struggle against your own ego for the
cause of the Divine love. Similarly, “Allah is Great”
is a call and reminder towards the Divine Mercy,
Compassion and love. Unfortunately, due to the
incorrect interpretation and wrong perception of
these terms in the Western societies the result
delivered by Google is in complete contradiction
toitstrue authentic meaning.

In conclusion, Al systems and the modern
technologies should serve as a supplementary
tool rather than a substitute for human
leadership and the Divine wisdom. If we pretend
using IA to replace God as the creator of this
universe and displace mankind from the centre
of his creation, then eventually this will prove to
be a curseratherthan a blessing for the mankind.
